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The aim of research is to model the influence of social capital’s dimensions on attitudes towards certain types of economic behavior in various ethnic groups living in Russia.
The tasks of research are:
1. To compare social capital of ethnic groups in three Russian regions (Moscow and Moscow region, Bashkortostan Republic, North Caucasus Federal Region).

2. To compare attitudes towards economic behavior of ethnic groups in three Russian regions (Moscow and Moscow region, Bashkortostan Republic, North Caucasus Federal District).
3. To construct mathematical and statistical models of relationship between social capital and attitudes towards economic behavior based on empirical data.
4. To conduct cross-cultural analysis of constructed models of relationships between social capital and attitudes towards economic behavior.
5. To identify relationship between social capital and political attitudes.
6. To identify relationship between indicators of social capital and economic ideas of residents of countries that are different in their level of social capital based on the analysis of databases of world sociological surveys (World Values Survey, European Social Survey).
7. To conduct cross-country analysis of relationship between indicators of social capital and economic ideas (based on data of world sociological surveys).
8. To compare universal and culturally-specific elements of relationships between social capital and economic attitudes and ideas, obtained on the basis of empirical research in Russia and cross-country analysis of databases of world sociological surveys.
