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The project aims to study the mutual attitudes of migrants (who come from the North Caucasus and Transcaucasia) and the host population (Russian) in the regions of Central and Southern Russia (Moscow, Penza, Stavropol). In the study following items were examined: correspondence of migrants’ acculturation strategies between acculturation expectations of the host population, the impact of ethnic, religious and civic identity and integral threat to the peculiarities of intercultural interaction in these regions.
