Dynamics of basic values of Russians and its relationship with attitudes of economic behavior (1992-2005)

 (The project was carried out in 2005 and financed by «Liberal Mission» Foundation, Supervisor: N. Lebedeva)
The project is an original theoretical and empirical research on influence of culture (values, time orientation, and religiousness level) and social capital (trust and civic identity) on the socio-economic development of society. The authors have analyzed the foreign approaches to the study of cultural values and its relationship with socio-economic development (G. Hofstede, R. Inglehart, S. Schwartz, M. Bond, and etc.) and presented the results of an empirical study of the influence of culture and social capital on socio-economic attitudes and psychological well-being of Russians.
The study revealed values’ dynamics for youth and adult generations in the period from 1999 to 2005. A new culturally-specific approach to define different groups of values was developed. By this approach the influence of culture on the socio-economic attitudes of Russians was presented. Based on the results of the study of Russian mentality’s modernization potential, the authors consider the possible competitive advantages of Russian values, and offer recommendations for use of these results in the field of economics, politics and education.
