The research is dealing with the fundamental issue of determinants of negative attitudes to out-group members. The aim of the research is to reveal the influence of group-based guilt and shame on the attitudes to out-group members in Russians with different strength of national identity. Russian history, as a history of many other countries, has some cases of discrimination of different out-groups, such as anti-Semitism, political, ethnic, professional, religious repressions etc. Some of these forms of discrimination are still present in Russia. That is why it is so important to study the influence of emotions, connected to the history of the country, on attitudes to out-group members in multicultural Russia. 

The research will use mixed methods approach. Group-based guilt and shame will be manipulated as independent variable, and dynamics of tolerance to different out-group members, measured using survey, as dependent variable. This quasi-experimental design will be combined with post-experimental interview, which we will analyze using content-analysis technique.
The given study will shed light on the role of actualization of historical events and emotions, connected to them, in attitudes to out-group members. This knowledge can be used to decrease prejudice and prevent intercultural conflicts in Russia.
